The Carat Souls exhibition is not the first display of modern
jewellery and goldsmithing at the Technical Museum in Brno.
The Methodical Centre of Conservation, which is an integral
part of the Technical Museum in Brno, systematically examines
a wide range of topics related to the care and maintenance

of historical and artistic items made of metal alloys. The Centre
also organises conventions for creators and professionals,
such as gallery curators and conservators-restorers. Various
workshops focused on surfacing and decorative techniques
were an impulse for the organising of an extensive project
entitled The Art of Enamelling / The Enamelling Technique.

A part of this project was also an international exhibition
showing the various possibilities of the use of enamel

in the works of contemporary jewellers. Thanks to these
activities, we came into contact with the Guild of Goldsmiths
and Jewellers of Slovakia. The Museum has happily accepted
the Guild’s offer for cooperation. We are glad to present, with
Barbara Brath as curator, over twenty renowned artists and
their various approaches to artistic jewellery and work with
precious metals and stones. The technological and material
aspects of goldsmithing and jewellery making are an important
part of the Museum’s exhibition. Unlike galleries and museums
of decorative arts, the Museum does not primarily focus on the
presentation of the developments of trends in art and design.
We are also glad that the exhibition and the Museum’s other
activities are supported by our colleagues from the Granat
(Garnet) Cooperative, since this “Czech stone” has accompanied
the development of artistic craft for centuries and so had to be
included in the exhibition. We thank the Guild of Goldsmiths
and Jewellers of Slovakia, the Granat cooperative, Goldsmith
Master Jifi Drlik, and all of the artists and exhibitors and wish
all of the exhibition’s visitors and readers of this catalogue to be
captivated by the beauty of the carats.
